A word from your Pastor … 
 
The gospel today reminds us of the fundamentals of our 
Christian faith: love God, love neighbor and love self. It then 
brings the teaching to life in a simple parable about the 
good Samaritan. Jesus in one of his masterful teaching 
moments proclaims the teaching and tells how it is practiced 
or brought to life. 

 
Today we celebrate with the Benedictine 
Sisters their 102 years of ministry and 
presence here in our parish. On October 2, 
1960, the present convent was dedicated 
and the sisters moved from “the antiquated 
water soaked building at 800 South Broom” 
to the “new and beautiful convent” 

(Dedication Booklet) with 32 bedrooms. Last year at this 
time, the 5 sisters here along with their Benedictine 
community decided to move out of the convent to respond 
to their community needs and in fairness to the parish. The 
sisters own a home in North Wilmington where most will be 
moving. While they won’t be living on our property, we hope 
that they will always feel at home here and remain a vital 
presence among us to the extent that they can. Sr. Gerard 
and Sr. Colleen will remain on our staff. While the sisters 
are  moving off our campus, this is not a farewell to a 
community that still provides the foundation of our 
Benedictine charism. 
 
While there are no long range plans for use of the convent 
building at this time, we will have the opportunity to see how 
the parish may benefit from the extra space. We will be 
providing living space for 3 young men who will be here in 
the diocese as part of an internship with the University of 
Notre Dame and the Diocesan Office for Religious 
Education called ECHO. They will be working at other 
parishes here in the diocese but are eager to connect here 
at St. Elizabeth as well. In addition, 1 graduate from the 
program will be on our HS teaching staff and will live here 
as well. In the coming year we hope to explore the many 
ways that this special place of spirituality and welcome will 
continue to serve our community as a spiritual center and 
place of welcome for parishioners and both of our school 
communities.  
 
Inspired by the sisters commitment to St. Elizabeth,  
may we “go and do likewise”,

LITURGY CORNER 
After communion, when should the 
congregation be seated?  Our actions should 
communicate our faith. Having received the Blessed 
Sacrament, we return to our pew and kneel taking a 
few moments to offer a prayer of thanksgiving. It is 
most appropriate that the congregation is seated when 
the tabernacle is closed and the priest genuflects. The 
priest or deacon should return to the altar to purify 
vessels and if there is a 2nd collection it will begin. 
There is no need to  wait for the priest to be seated. 
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
