The Word this weekend reminds us of how wide our 
doors must be in this world so that we may enter the 
narrow gate of God’s kingdom. We must be open to the 
reality that God works in all and through all. If we narrow 
our vision, we only see part of God’s amazing reflections. 
The Catholic Church is rich in its understanding of the 
way God works in our world. The Catechism begins 
there! Divine Revelation works through communicating 
the Word of God through Scripture and Tradition which 
all began at some point as a stirring in the heart of ‘man’.  
“The desire of God is written in the human heart, 
because man is created by God and for God; and God 
never ceases to draw man to himself.” (CCC 27) 
Tradition and Scripture make up the single sacred 
deposit of the Word of God in which, as in a mirror, the 
pilgrim Church contemplates God, the source of all her 
riches. God’s invitation is an invitation of abundance so 
that God could be known in the amazement for His 
creation.

LITURGY CORNER 
If a non-Catholic comes to church with me, what should 
I do? Take the time to explain a few important things before 
the experience. Tell them that there is basically two parts: 
Word & Eucharist. Explain our understanding of the 
Eucharist as the Real Presence of Jesus Christ and 
therefore is reserved for those prepared to receive the 
sacrament. It is also a sign of communion which is a reality 
among Catholics, but it is also a stark reminder that we have 
work to do to realize the kingdom here on earth, to see the  
banquet of heaven. In addition, show them the ‘script’ in the 
missal. All of the parts of the mass can be found in the front. 
Readings are located further on by date.
